1.  What is a package?

2.  Use one of the package installation/management tools on your system to download and install an application.  (For example, pick a game from the Ubuntu Software Center.)  Briefly describe your experience with the installation.
3.  Use the command-line tool (apt-get on Ubuntu) to install a package that is not found on your system.  (For example, the GNU C++ compiler, the Java SDK, the dump and restore utilities, etc.)  Briefly describe your experience with the installation.

4.  Install source code and build a program.

STEP1)  Download the following file to your system and put it into your home directory.

(The file listed above is found on the class server at /home/paul/HW12.tar.gz and so you can just copy it from there into your home directory if you are doing this on the class server.)

STEP 2)  Use the gunzip utility to decompress the file.  ( gunzip HW12.tar.gz )

STEP 3)  Use the tar utility to extract the archive.  ( tar xvf HW12.tar )

STEP 4)  Change to the HW12 directory. ( cd HW12 )
STEP 5)  Use the make utility to build the program.  ( make homework12 )
STEP 6)  Execute the program.  ( ./prog_HW12 )
