Core files are created when a program has an error and can be used to debug the error.  However, they are otherwise a useless waste of disk space.  Over time it is possible for a system to contain many different core files in many different locations.  The book contains a command for finding and removing files named core from the system (see p. 289).
The command is:

find / -xdev –type f ‘(‘ –name core –o –name ‘core[0-9]*’ –o –name ‘*.core’ ‘)’ –atime +7 –exec rm –f {} ‘;’

TASK 1)  Create a shell script that will execute the command above.

TASK 2)  Create a text file with a line in the crontab format that will cause the shell script to execute every morning at 3am.  Show the line.

TASK 3)  Use the crontab command to add the job described in the text file to the table of cron jobs (the crontab).  Show the command that you used.

TASK 4)  Show the command used to remove or clear all jobs from the table of cron jobs (the crontab) for the current user.
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
